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In recent years, as information technologies such as cloud computing, big data, Al and 1oT get deeply
integrated with traditional industries, the "sharing economy" represented by online car-hailing, short-
term house rental, take-out delivery, capacity sharing and skills sharing is growing rapidly worldwide.
This new model takes the online platform as the medium, with such economic behaviors as sharing,
exchange and leasing among individual consumers as the basic characteristics. It plays a significant
role in enhancing the consumer experience, stimulating market vitality and promoting industrial

transformation and upgrading, and has become a prominent representative of the new economy.

DEVELOPMENT DYNAMICS OF
CHINA'S SHARING ECONOMY
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Showing Rapid Growth, The Sharing
Economy Has Become An Important Part Of
China's National Economy
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According to studies, the size of global sharing economy will reach USD 335 billion in 2025, with an average compound
annual growth rate of 36%. In 2019, the transaction size of China's sharing economy reached RMB 3282.8 billion, showing a
trend of sustained growth. Life service, production capacity and knowledge and skills are the top three fields with the largest
transaction size in the sharing economy, while the shared accommodation, knowledge and skills and shared medical services
are the three fields showing the fastest growth. Judging from the development dynamics of the sharing economy from 2015
to 2019, its market size accounts for an increasingly high proportion of GDP, with an average growth rate of about 50%,

far higher than the GDP growth rate. The sharing economy has become an important part of the national economy. China
attaches great importance to the development of the sharing economy. General Secretary Xi Jinping has expressed high
expectations for the development of the sharing economy on different occasions (see Table 1-1). Since 2016, the sharing
economy has appeared in the Report on the Work of the Government for five consecutive years. The fact, on the one hand,
proves that China fully affirms the achievements of the sharing economy, and on the other hand, shows higher requirements

put forward by the country for the high-quality, sustainable and orderly development of the sharing economy (see Table 1-2).
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Under The Global New Economic Situation, The Sharing
Economy Continues To Develop With New Fields Expanded
And New Momentum Provided
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In 2020, the unprecedentedly complicated global economic situation and
the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic hit amounts of industries and market
players to varying degrees. In this context, the sharing economy, relying on
its own advantages in technology and mode, shows unprecedented vitality,
with new markets expanded from the consumption field to the production
field. It also continues to provide new scenarios for the application of new
technologies, significantly improving the productivity of the digital era.

All these conversely enrich the implications of the sharing economy. From
the perspective of the domestic market, the sharing economy has played

a significant role in providing jobs and increasing revenues and has served
as a "reservoir" for flexible employment and stable employment during

the pandemic (see Table 1-3). It has become a new driver to stimulate the

vitality of market players and promote economic development, leading the

economy to achieve green, balanced, win-win and sustainable development.
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"Standardization” And "Development"” Are Themes For The

Healthy Development Of The Sharing Economy,
With Standardization Being The Important Support
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In recent years, the General Office of the CPC Central Committee, the General Office of the State Council and various
ministries and commissions have issued a number of documents to guide and standardize the development of the

sharing economy (see Table 1-4). In the long run, "standardization" and "development" will be the themes for the healthy
development of the sharing economy. From the Central Government to the local governments, from platform enterprises to
the demand side, stakeholders in all specific areas of the sharing economy have realized that standardization is an effective
means and an important path to promote the development of the sharing economy. At present, international organizations
and some countries have started to explore the standardized development path of the sharing economy according to their
actual conditions. The International Organization for Standardization (ISO) set up the Technical Committee for International
Standardization for the Sharing Economy in early 2019 to standardize the development of the sharing economy worldwide
by standardized means. In May 2020, China established the National Technical Committee 587 on Sharing Economy of
Standardization Administration of China, officially starting the process of the standardization of the sharing economy in China.
Standardization will provide important technical support for the "upgrading” of the sharing economy to achieve standardized

development.
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STANDARDIZATION
OF CHINA'S SHARING
ECONOMY
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To cope with the impact of and challenges put forward by the sharing
economy, and to improve the service level of the platforms engaged in
the sharing economy in an all-round way, the governments at central and
local levels have successively issued a number of guiding documents and
norms, and some platform enterprises and trade associations engaged

in the sharing economy have also formulated a series of standards. Such
efforts have laid a good foundation for standardizing the development of

the sharing economy and improving the service quality of the sector.
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With regard to the establishment of technical organizations for standardization, in September 2018, under the guidance

of the Standardization Administration of China, the Development Research Center of the State Administration for Market
Regulation (SAMR) set up the SAC/COPOLCO/WG Sharing Economy to continuously and closely follow the development
of the sharing economy and track the research results of theories in the sharing economy. Shortly after Japan submitted its
proposal to ISO/TMB for the establishment of a technical committee for the standardization of the sharing economy, the
Development Research Center of SAMR immediately submitted a proposal to the Standardization Administration of China
for the establishment of the National Technical Committee on Sharing Economy of Standardization Administration of China.
On November 8, 2019, the proposal was approved by the Standardization Administration. Through public talent attraction,
a total of 45 active members from interested parties such as enterprises engaged in the sharing economy, traditional
Internet enterprises, standardization institutions, certification institutions, comprehensive research institutions, schools/
associations and institutions of higher learning were recruited. The National Technical Committee 587 on Sharing Economy

of Standardization Administration of China was formally established in May 2020.

Local Standards Highlight Local Characteristics And
Quality Improvement
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At the level of local standards, there are already 25 standards for the sharing economy (see
Table 2-3). These standards, mainly targeting online car-hailing, homestay and take-out
delivery, involve 15 provinces and municipalities under the direct administration of the central
government, including Yunnan, Hebei, Heilongjiang, Shanghai, Jiangsu, Zhejiang, Anhui,

Fujian, Shandong, Guangdong, Guangxi, Hainan, Sichuan, Guizhou and Gansu.
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Association/Enterprise Standards Actively Respond To
The Demands Of Stakeholders
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From the perspective of association standards, there are already 35
association standards for the sharing economy (see Table 2-4). Such
standards mainly involve bike-sharing, shared power banks, take-out

delivery, homestay, parking spaces and online car-hailing.

The development of the sharing economy in the world has aroused wide concern of all parties.
International Organization for Standardization (ISO) has been carrying out standardization
activities of the sharing economy since 2017. Canada has rich accumulation in the theoretical
research of sharing economy, while Japan and Britain are leading the world in the formulation
of specific standards. As an important participant, China has been actively offering rich practical
experience of the sharing economy. ISO/TC 324 (Sharing Economy) was established in January
2019, but the exploration of the standardization of the sharing economy around the globe has

begun before that.

In March 2017, Canada started promoting standardization of the sharing economy in the
means of the International Workshop Agreement (IWA). The Workshop was held in Canada
and attended by 33 representatives from 8 countries, including 22 from Canada, 5 from Japan,
and 1 from each other countries. In September of the same year, ISO issued ISO/IWA 27:2017

"Guiding Principles and Framework for the Sharing Economy".

In August 2018, Japan submitted a proposal to ISO/TMB to establish an International Standards Organization Technical
Committee for the "Sharing Economy". Among the 168 member states of ISO, 33 countries participated in the vote, of

which 22 were in favor of it, 2 against it, and 9 abstained. According to the ISO rules, a proposal is deemed to have been
passed if two-thirds of the countries participating in the voting agree. In January 2019, ISO/TC 324 (Sharing Economy) was
officially established and its secretariat was set up in the Japanese Industrial Standards Committee (JISC). So far, the Technical
Committee (TC) has 19 active members and 15 observers. China is one of the active members. The TC has four working
groups, namely, terminology and principles, communication and participation, strategic business plan, and operational

options.

From the development trend of the sharing economy and the current situation of international and domestic
standardization, the standardization of the sharing economy has been concerned by all parties and has a good practical
foundation. Effective promotion of the standardization of the sharing economy is conducive to the industry not only to seize
new development opportunities but also to avoid possible risks, so as to realize the parallel development of "standardization"
and "development". Since 2018, standardization of the sharing economy has been the focus of standardization work across
the country. The standardization work not only involves the basic general standard level of sharing economy but also
involves the standardization of application forms such as housekeeping, tourism, instant distribution, and education. For
three consecutive years, as the focus in the field of the service industry, it has been written into the Main Points of National
Standardization Work and Guidance for National Standards Project Approval and other important documents issued by the

Standardization Administration (see Table 5-1).
